from the financial support provided by third
parties.

4. Correspondence

The Parties of this Agreement agree to
regularly exchange of information and
materials on its implementation and to jointly
consult on all current activities related to the
implementation of this Agreement, as well as
further annexes detailing the modes and forms
of cooperation.

5. Term of the Agreement
That Agreement is concluded for the period of
5 years from the day of signing by Parties and
may be extended by signing additional
agreements.
